 #2      click on the Search Limits Box—limit to language: Spanish, then click “Set Search Limits”   OR, try... 

You will then be able to search for anything written in Spanish.  Try searching for the 
keyword Bilingual or for a specific author 

#3 From your results list, click on a book that interests you.  Click on the Subjects Links to see related items
